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LAKESIDE SMALLMOUTH BASS CLUB GENERAL TOURNAMENT RULES
1. Our tournaments are held on the team format which is two people per boat however one person per boat will be permitted if full entry is paid. 

2a. You are responsible for following all laws regarding Small Craft, Federal Fisheries, and the Wildlife Act. 

2b. To participate in a Club Tournament you are required to have, 1 Paddle, 1 Life Jacket per person, 1 Bailer, and a current Fishing License per person. All boats will be inspected. 

3. No Alcohol is permitted in boats. Violators will be immediately disqualified.
4. All fish must be kept alive in an aerated live well. A 4 oz penalty will be deducted for dead fish. Only 1 dead fish can be weighed per team.

5. The use of underwater visual aids (i.e., Aqua-Vu's, etc) is not allowed during tournament hours. 

6. There is a five fish limit, which means only five fish will be weighed in. You may not have more than 6 fish in your live well at any one time.

7. Bass must measure 9" from tip of nose to pinched tail. If you present a fish under 9" to be weighed without asking for a measurement, its weight will be deducted from your other fish.

8. All fish are to be caught on artificial lures. No live or prepared bait with the exception of pork rind bait. Competitors can only fish with one rod at a time; others may be rigged for use.

9. No trolling* will be permitted. Violators will be disqualified.
10. No competitor is allowed to cast within 25 yards of another competitor's boat.
11. Except under dire circumstances, no competitor shall get out of their boat at any time during the tournament.
12. A numbering system will be used for the start of every tournament. Each team will draw a number with Number 1 starting first followed by Number 2 and so on. The last boat drawn will start the others. You must arrive 15 minutes before the official start time in order to draw a number otherwise you will start last. 

13. In the event of a trickle start (slow start because of poor weather conditions), there will be no passing. All boats must remain in single file and at idle speed. A boat may veer off only to go to a specific spot to commence fishing but may not increase speed to get that spot once out of the line.

14. No pre-fishing of tournament waters is allowed after dusk of the 2nd Sunday prior to a scheduled tournament.

15. All contestants must sign a waiver. Contestants under 19 years of age must also have a parent sign a waiver.

16. All boats must be at the weigh-in site at tournament end. There will be a 1/10th of a pound penalty for each minute late, with a total disqualification after 15 minutes without a valid excuse for lateness.

76. All fish species must be treated with respect during a LSBC tournament. Anyone found to be willfully mistreating any fish will be first issued a warning, second time disqualified from tournament, and third time asked not to fish in LSBC tournaments for the remainder of the year.

18. All participants are expected to conduct themselves in a sportsman-like manner. 

19. There are no exceptions to the above-mentioned rules. Organizers decisions are final.

*Trolling, for the purpose of these rules, is defined as moving a bait through the water solely under the power of a motor, including a trolling motor.
LAKESIDE SMALLMOUTH BASS TEAM OF THE YEAR RULES
1. Must be a member of LSBC. 

2. Team of the year applies only to the 10 tournaments put on by LSBC.

3. Each team will receive points for the place they finish in each tournament. Finishing 1st gives you 1 point, 2nd gives 2 points, etc. If you miss a tournament, you will receive points equal to the number of teams in that tournament plus one point. No points are awarded for lunker.

4. A winner is determined by combining his/her total points of 8 tournaments. You must drop your highest 2 of 10 tournaments (The lowest point total wins). 

5. In the event of a tie for first place, the team's largest one-day tournament weight breaks the tie. 

6. You must declare your team (partners) by the start of the June 5th tournament.

7. Teams are allowed a one-time substitution per person per tournament year.

8. Tournament Weight or Points are awarded only after membership fee is paid. Tournaments fished prior to fee being paid will not count.

9. All LSBC general rules apply.

LAKESIDE SMALLMOUTH BASS CLASSIC RULES
1. To qualify for the Classic, Anglers must place in the top 15 of the Classic Qualifier final standings. The top 15 shall mean, regardless of ties within the top 15, with the exception of 15th place. Only 16 competitors* maximum, will qualify to fish. 

2. You will be allowed 2 drops. The qualifiers will be determined by the total weight of 8 of the 10 regular tournaments. 

3. * The winner of last year's classic will receive a bye into this year's event, providing the Classic fee is paid and the angler is in good standing with the club. 

4. The Classic is an individual event and qualifiers will be responsible for finding their own boats. 

5. The winner will be determined by heaviest weight.

6. Tournament Weight is awarded only after Classic entry fee is paid. Tournaments fished prior to fee being paid will not count.
7. All LSBC general rules apply.

8. NO EXCEPTIONS TO THE RULES.

LAKESIDE SMALLMOUTH BASS CLUB 
GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE
Following are the procedures to follow in the case of a grievance or complaint concerning an altercation at or during an LSBC sanctioned tournament. 

1. The member must advise the offender that he/she plans to file a grievance. (This should be done immediately.)

2. The member must advise a member of the LSBC Committee of the intent to file a grievance. (This may be done at any point during the tournament, but must be before the weigh-in.)

3. The Grievance Committee will be set at the weigh-in and will consist of:

a. All directors present at the tournament.

b. Any other member(s) who the directors may wish to choose from the participants of the tournament.

4. The Committee will interview the grieving party.

5. The Committee will interview the alleged offending party.

6. Any witnesses present will by interviewed by the Committee.

7. A decision will be made and announced before any tournament placing is determined.
8. The decision of the Grievance Committee will be final.
